Informal discussion by Church Buildings Strategy Committee -  
is closure necessary, possible wider use, future use if closed.. 

Proposals go to Archidiaconal Mission and Pastoral Committee (AMPC) or  
Diocesan Mission and Pastoral Committee (DMPC) for approval 

Formal Consultations made with interested parties inc. local planning authorities  

DMPC/AMPC decides whether to make 
recommendations to the Bishop

Draft proposal updated by Pastoral Secretary and  
submitted to the Bishop for his approval 

If Bishop approves proposals, they are sent to the Church  
Commissioners (CCs) and the DMPC is notified 

Pastoral Secretary writes draft

Pastoral Secretary then sends copy of approved proposals to all interested parties 
and notifies them that they will be given an opportunity to make representations 

once the CCs prepare a Draft Scheme

CCs prepare a draft scheme and send copies to all interested parties  

If a one stage scheme (future of building already decided) is proposed, 
the Church Commissioners should be notified at this point.
