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Appointment of Local Governing Body Members by the Directors of the Multi Academy Trust
Guidance for the Parish Church Council (PCC)
Governors previously appointed as foundation governors by the DBE are now appointed as Local Governing Body members by the Directors of The Good Shepherd Multi Academy Trust.
In the Articles of Association there is no description as to how this takes place.

The process of seeking nomination that applied prior to the school becoming an academy will be applied.  In most cases the DDE will seek nominations from the relevant PCC on behalf of the Directors who will be consulted on the nominations.  Such nominees would also be expected to fill in the Local Governing Body Member nomination form

The PCC should give careful and prayerful thought when considering appropriate people to serve in this important role in the life of the school, the church and the wider community.  They should also consult with appropriate people in the school and particularly the headteacher and Chair of the Local Governing Body who will know what key skills are needed on the governing body.

The PCC should nominate people who have

· Wisdom, sound judgement and good relational skills
· Christian faith and preferably regular contact with a church (not necessarily CE)

· Where possible, experience of school or other work with young people and/or are parents of children in school etc

Local Governing Body members appointed by The Good Shepherd Multi Academy Trust are required to
· behave appropriately as representatives of the Multi Academy Trust and the local church.
· undertake initial training for the role and regular update training during their period of office.  (This training is available from the Diocese and the local authority.  For information about diocesan training see below).
The Good Shepherd Multi Academy Trust position is that it is not usually appropriate for members of staff in a school to serve as Local Governing Body members in that school, other than as a staff member.  However, they may be effective governors in a school where they are not employed.  The Good Shepherd Multi Academy Trust will consider relaxing this practice in special cases.
When nominating the PCC is asked to ensure that the nominated person completes the attached form and ensure that it is returned to The Good Shepherd Multi Academy Trust.  The Local Governing Body member is not appointed and may not serve on the local governing body until s/he has received formal notification from The Good Shepherd Multi Academy Trust.
